Student planner
I use the planner as a tool of communication with the parents.  

Each student is responsible to copy down his/her homework.  On the extreme right of the daily assignments is a signature column where the parents need to sign each school day. I strongly recommend that you make your child responsible to show you his/her planner at the end of each day so that you are well informed as to what is going on in your child’s life at school. 

Due to the heavy volume of class work and homework we will be doing, it is not possible for me to constantly update the calendar in My Grade Book. There is a white board in the class solely with all the assignments (with the due dates) written on it at all times. Please do not rely on my grade book for assignment information. This tool is only used to keep you informed on the progress of your child. For assignment update please check your child’s planner. 

 No check mark or a green check mark on their planner (which I will give when I do random checks of the planner) will signify that the student’s behavior and classroom participation was satisfactory.  A sticker will signify class participation on that particular day.  The blue check mark will signify that a warning has been given to the child and I will write my comments there.  Please sign to acknowledge reading my comments and talk to your child regarding it.  The red check mark signifies that I would like to talk to the parents regarding the child’s performance/behavior. 

Blue check mark linked to behavior and social skills will be entered directly into their discipline file. After three blue check marks linked to discipline, any further incidences will result in referral to school counselor/ discipline officer. It is here that I will inform you with a red check mark in the planner. InshaAllah, such a situation will not occur since I am getting a wonderful group of kids!

Please ask your child to take extra special care of the planner. I will not accept any scribbling or unacceptable comments by the students on the planner. “Lost Planner” will not be accepted as an excuse. The student will be given two days to find the planner otherwise he/she will have to buy a new one from the office.
